Cases with Fever or Influenza-like Symptoms  
Fever, cough, runny nose, headache, muscle aches, fatigue, sore throat, etc. 

After infection, some individuals may also experience gastrointestinal 

symptoms like diarrhea or vomiting. 

Physicians assess whether it is 

an influenza-like illness or a 

common upper respiratory 

infection. 

Self-prevention and protection 

measures:  
1. Wear a face mask. 

2. Wash hands frequently. 

3. Return home and rest if necessary. 

4. Observe good respiratory hygiene and 

cough etiquette. 

5. Ensure good ventilation in the room. 

Patients diagnosed with influenza A or 
B—either through physician assessment 

or laboratory confirmation—who are at 
high risk of developing complications.

Report to the Health and Counseling Center and implement influenza prevention 

measures publicity:  
1. Wear a face mask and follow guidelines to stay home from work or school when ill. Rest at home or 

be hospitalized for treatment, depending on the severity of the condition. 

2. Remain in an isolated space and ensure proper ventilation. 

3. Return home and rest if necessary. 

4. Return to school only after being fever-free for at least 24 hours. 

1. Continue to care for the cases’ treatment and isolation status. 

2. Track the health status of close contacts. 

Cases no longer infectious can return to school.
