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Article 1 The National Chung Hsing University (hereinafter referred to as the University)
has formulated the Regulations Governing the Conferral of the Golden Key Award

(hereinafter referred to as these Regulations) to commend prominent graduating

bachelor’s students and cultivate talents for the nation.
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Article 2 Selection method:
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L. The selection shall be undertaken in the second semester of each academic

year.
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II. Every college shall select one outstanding graduating bachelor’s student in
each department (bachelor’s degree program) every year. For programs
with dual classes, two students may be selected.
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1. The dean of each college shall convene a selection committee comprised of
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relevant personnel to select candidates for the Golden Key Award based on
the selection method and the number of candidates specified in the
preceding subparagraph.
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IV. The Student Life Division, Office of Student Affairs, shall be responsible
for compiling the recommended student data mentioned above and the list
of winners shall be submitted to the President for approval.
