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National Chung Hsing University
Assistant Professor Chou Hui-Tzu Memorial Scholarship Regulations
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Article I  Mr. Chang Chi-Shan, the son of Ms. Chou Hui-Tzu, a retired associate
professor of the Department of Plant Pathology at this university, has
donated NT$600,000 to National Chung Hsing University to
commemorate his mother and to support outstanding students from
financially disadvantaged backgrounds in completing their studies. This
fund is designated as the "National Chung Hsing University Assistant
Professor Chou Hui-Tzu Memorial Scholarship.
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Article 2 The scholarship will be awarded to two students each academic year.
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Article 3 Each recipient will be awarded NT$15,000.
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Article 4 Eligibility for application is limited to undergraduate students of the
Department of Life Sciences at this university who are Taiwanese
nationals, and who are from single-parent families or financially
disadvantaged backgrounds. Additionally, applicants must not have taken a

leave of absence, withdrawn, or transferred schools in the semester prior to

the application.
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Article 5 Required documents:
1. Application form.
2. Proof of single-parent family status or financial disadvantage.
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Article 6  Applications must be submitted to the Student Affairs Office by the

announced deadline each academic year.
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Article 7 The scholarship will be awarded after review and approval by the

Scholarship Management Committee of the university.
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Article 8 Records of scholarship awards will be permanently maintained, while

application materials will be kept for one year.
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Article 9 These regulations will be implemented after being approved by the
Scholarships Fund Management Committee and the university president.

The same procedure applies to any amendments.
